Dear Forest Grove UMC Family,

I want to let you know, in case you hadn't heard already, that this coming Sunday, August 29th, worship will be different. We will meet in the Fellowship Hall for worship this Sunday. We'll have an abbreviated worship service of about 15 to 20 minutes, after which we will offer opportunities for you to serve in making a difference in our community. Here's how the day will look:

Gather in the Fellowship Hall

Coffee, tea, other refreshments will be available before worship, which will be held in the Fellowship Hall. Just gather with your beverage and snack around the tables present in the Fellowship Hall.

Worship

At 10:00 a.m., we'll begin worship in the Fellowship Hall with music led by guitars. After a time of sharing joys and hopes and prayer, we'll open the Scripture, hear from our Mission Ministry Team Leader, Caroline Dau, followed by a song and commissioning for serving. The worship gathering will be 15 to 20 minutes long.

Serving Opportunities

After our time of worship, we will focus on reaching out to serve in our community. You'll have three options to serve as a way of emphasizing the “service” aspect of our worship service; one inside and two outdoors:

1. Assemble food bags and health kits in Fellowship Hall.

This team will put together small food sacks for those who stop by our church during the week who have an immediate hunger need. We'll also assemble health kits that will be distributed likewise to those in need.

2. Litter pickup at Tom McCall Upper Elementary School

We'll be picking up refuse and litter in the wooded natural area behind Tom McCall Upper Elementary School in Forest Grove. Trash sacks will be provided. Bring your gloves and sturdy shoes.

3. Forest Grove High School football grounds improvement

We will be doing some weeding and spreading of bark dust on the grounds around the Jeff Durham field and Dick Hendricks football stadium at Forest Grove High School. Bark dust will be provided; please bring gloves and rakes if you can.
